In a metropolitan city_of India, the law enforcement authorities decided to adopt facial
recognition technology to improve their crime-fighting capabilities. They implemented a‘Tacial
recognition system that integrated with existing surveillance cameras across the city, allowing
real-time identification and tracking of individuals. The system was intended to assist in
identifying known criminals, missing persons, and suspects in ongoing investigations.

One evening, a woman reported a incident where the perpetrator wore a hoodie,
obscuring most of his face.
