You are posted as the Joint Secretary in the Department of Information Technology of a state.
The government recently implemented several citizen-centric digital services, collecting large
volumes of personal data fromresidents. The Digital Personal Data Protection (DPDP) Act, 2023,
requires that such data be processed only with explicit and informed consent, and mandates that
processing must cease immediately upon withdrawal of consent.

During an internal audit, you discover that the department continues to process and analyze
personal data of several citizens even after they have formally withdrawn their consent. This data
is being used for policy analytics and service improvement, purposes not explicitly disclosed at
the time of data collection. When you bring this to the attention of your department head, you are
informed that halting the processing will disrupt ongoing digital initiatives and may affect state-
level performance metrics. Moreover, you find that the consent withdrawal process is
cumbersome, and many citizens are unaware of their rights under the DPDP Act.

You also learn that a prominent social activist is planning to file a complaint with the Data
Protection Board against involuntary use of personal data, which could attract public scrutiny and
legal action against the department.

You are an IAS officer, currently serving as the Secretary of the Public Works Department in a
hill state. Recently, a disturbing incident has come to light involving a senior Cabinet Minister
and two engineers of the National Highways Authority of India (NHAI). During an inspection of
a critical highway project, the Minister was allegedly seen on video physically assaulting and
verbally abusing the engineers in full public view. The video, recorded by bystanders, went viral
on social media and was widely covered by television channels, sparking both outrage and
support from different sections of society. The Minister later defended his actions. alleging that
the officials were corrupt, unresponsive to local grievances, and responsible for inordinate delays
in the project. He insisted that his actions were driven by public frustration and the urgency of
delivering infrastructure to a remote region.

However, the engineers have filed a police complaint and written to their superiors, claiming they
were targeted for resisting political pressure to award contracts to specific local contractors linked
to the Minister. As the situation escalated, a union of NHAI engineers declared a strike,
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demanding action against the Minister and protection of officer dignity. This has brought several

critical infrastructure projects to a standstill, including road connectivity to tribal areas, pre-

monsoon repair works, and strategic border roads.

You have been directed by the Chief Secretary to prepare a fact-finding report, while also
ensuring smooth coordination between state and central agencies. Meanwhile, the Minister’s

office is informally pressuring you to downplay the incident. The media is sharply divided —

some portraying the Minister as a crusader against corruption, others condemning the act as a
serious breach of administrative ethics and rule of law. Civil servants across departments have
expressed concern about personal safety, dignity, and increasing political interference, while
citizens are now growing restless due to halted infrastructure works.

You are the Secretary in the Department of Personnel and Training (DoPT), Government of India.
In recent years, an increasing number of civil servants, particularly younger officers from the
IAS, IPS, and IRS, have begun maintaining personal YouTube channels and social media pages.
On these platforms, they regularly post videos related to their official work — showcasing
innovative projects, public outreach initiatives, inspection drives, and sometimes even day-to-day
administrative duties.

These videos often receive widespread public attention, and many viewers express admiration,
saying such content enhances transparency, motivates aspirants, and humanizes the bureaucracy.
However, concerns have also emerged from various quarters. Senior officers argue that such
content may blur the boundaries between personal branding and public service, while some
citizens and media commentators point to instances where videos feature vulnerable beneficiaries
without consent, raise concerns about misuse of official premises, or seem designed more for
personal popularity than public accountability.
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In one case, a district magistrate was seen filming a surprise school inspection in which teachers
were scolded on camera — the video was later posted to his personal YouTube channel that is
also’monetized. While some praised the officer’s strictness, others criticized the public shaming
of teachers and the breach of service dignity. In another case, a police officer was seen directing a
flood rescue operation while his staff filmed drone footage, later edited into a motivational video
for social media. You have been asked to prepare a report with recommendations to balance
public interest, institutional integrity, and evolving modes of communication.

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You are the Director of the National Bioethics Commission who is responsible for assessing the
ethical feasibility and oversight of a‘hationwide gene sequencing program. The project named
GeneFuture, aims to sequence the DNA of every newborn child and store it in a centralized
national database. The-ebjectivé is to identifi-genetic predispositions to serious diseases early in
life, allowing for preventive treatment and personalized medicine. Over 100,000 babies have
already been enrofled in the pilot phase of the program. The government claims that this move is
a landmark step in public health advancement.

However; collection ‘of newhorn genetic data raises significant ethical concerns, particularly
around informed eonsent, which may not fully capture parents' understanding of the long-term
risks involved. Once gathered, this sensitive data could be misused for purposes such as
surveillance, insurance discrimination, or commercial marketing by third parties. Uncertainty
over data ownership—whether it lies with the state. parents, or the individual as they mature—
further complicates the issue. The involvement of private tech and pharmaceutical companies
heightens fears of commercial exploitation, especially in the absence of clear mechanisms for
individuals to withdraw consent or delete their genetic information upon reaching adulthood.

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You are a dedicated District Health Officer (DHO) with a strong commitment to evidence-based
public health practices, recently assigned to a remote district in India. Your immediate and most
critical task is to lead a crucial district-wide Measles-Rubella (MR) vaccination drive, aimed at
achieving 100% immunization coverage among children aged 9 months to 15 years. The success
of this drive is vital for the collective health of thousands of children and for the district's overall
health indicators, especially with the impending monsoon season posing additional health
challenges.

However. in one of the largest and most traditional villages in your district, you encounter
formidable resistance. The villagers, deeply influenced by the pronouncements of a revered local
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spiritual leader, firmly believe that vaccinations are an intrusion by malevolent spirits, an attempt
by external forces to control their population, or will cause infertility in their children. They insist
L that their traditional herbal remedies and ritualistic blessings are sufficient protection. This
spiritual leader, a genuinely well-meaning but unyielding figure, sincerely believes these
vaccinations are harmful and has publicly advised his followers against them, citing anecdotal
'failures' and ancient prophecies. His word is paramount for the community's adherence to
traditional ways of life. This has led to an almost complete boycott of the vaccination camps in
the village, despite extensive awareness campaigns. Your health workers, some of whom are local
and fear social ostracization or even physical harm, are facing intense hostility. The state health
department is exerting immense pressure to achieve targets, warning of severe consequences for
any district failing to meet the immunization goals. Simultaneously, they strictly caution against
any use of force that could lead to public unrest, emphasizing the need for 'consensus-based'
public health. An impending large annual fair, which will draw crowds from multiple villages and
regions, heightens the immediate and severe risk of a rapid MR outbreak if this village remains
unvaccinated, posing a grave threat to the wider district and potentially beyond.

(¢) What long-term strategies and systemic reforms would you suggest to address. the pervasive
influence of superstition and foster a scientific temperament for sustainable public health
outcomes?

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You are a highly motivated and principle-driven Gram Panchayat Secretary, recently posted in a
large and socio-economically diverse village in a remote district. Your immediate and most
critical task is the meticulous verification of beneficiaries for the 'Gramin Awas Yojana' — a
flagship state housing scheme aimed at providing 'pucca’ (brick) houses to the genuinely
impoverished and landless households. The scheme is under tight deadlines, with funds
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dependent on swift and accurate beneficiary selection. The District Collector has explicitly
warned against any malpractices, emphasizing fairness and transparency.

During your diligent house-to-house verification in Ward No. 3, you discover that Mr. Inder
Singh, a widely acknowledged 'strongman’ whose family wields significant informal power and
influence due to their landholdings and extensive local network, has been provisionally listed as
an eligible beneficiary. Your on-ground assessment unequivocally reveals that Mr. Singh resides
in a sprawling, multi-story 'pucca’ house and his financial status is demonstrably far above the
scheme's strict eligibility criteria for 'Below Poverty Line' families. When you subtly question his
eligibility, Mr. Singh becomes overtly aggressive, citing his family’s 'unparalleled contribution' to
the village and his crucial role in mobilizing support for the ongoing, high-priority district-level
'Jal Suraksha Abhiyan' (Water Conservation Campaign), where his active cooperation is currently
indispensable. He bluntly states that any attempt to remove his name would not only be seen as a
grave personal insult but could also result in his family's withdrawal of crucial support from the
water campaign, potentially jeopardizing the entire district's efforts, which affects thousands of
farmers. He further warns that he can incite widespread local resistance against future
developmental works, effectively paralyzing the Panchayat's functioning.

You are keenly aware that several genuinely impoverished families, living in dilapidated shacks,
have been waiting for decades for such assistance, and Mr. Singh's inclusion would directly mean
one of them is unjustly excluded. Your Block Development Officer (BDO), under immense
pressure to meet state targets, has privately advised you to be 'flexible' and prioritize 'overall
peace and cooperation' to ensure the smooth rollout of all government schemes, hinting that
challenging influential individuals like Mr. Singh might create 'unnecessary roadblocks' for your
entire tenure and even impact your future postings. The village community, while silently aware
of Mr. Singh's undue claim, fears openly speaking against him, making external validation of his
ineligibility difficult and adding to your isolation.
