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You are the Superintendent of Police in a city hosting a major religious festival at
a temple. The event is expected to attract over a million pilgrims, far exceeding
the temple's infrastructure capacity. Despite extensive planning and precautionary
measures, a sudden crowd surge near the main shrine entrance has resulted in a
stampede, causing multiple casualties and numerous injuries. The situation has
escalated, with panic spreading among the devotees present at the temple.

Adding to the complexity, instances of fake news are rapidly circulating through
WhatsApp groups and social media platforms, falsely attributing the stampede to
communal clashes. This misinformation is causing widespread panic among the
general public and threatens to ignite communal riots in the district.

As the Superintendent of Police, you find yourself at the center of this crisis,
faced with the dual challenge of managing the immediate aftermath of the
stampede and countering the spread of potentially dangerous misinformation.

ethical grounds, potentially foregoing significant funding for his charitable work.

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You are posted as the District Magistrate in a predominantly agricultural district.
Recently, the region has been hit by unseasonal rainfall, causing severe crop
damage and pushing the farming community to the brink of crisis. The situation is
further exacerbated by widespread corruption in the food grain procurement
system.

You have received reports about rampant malpractices in the warehouses
responsible for procuring food grains from farmers. These corrupt practices
include deliberate delays in the procurement process, manipulation of weighing
scales, arbitrary quality rejections, and demands for bribes from desperate
farmers. As a result, farmers are facing significant financial losses, with many
unable to recover even their input costs.

Many farmers are unable to sell their produce, while others are forced to sell at
prices far below the Minimum Support Price (MSP). This has led to financial
distress for the farming community.

Adding to the complexity, you have received reports suggesting that some local
politicians and influential businessmen are involved in these corrupt practices,
benefiting from the farmers' misery.
