While reading the newspaper, you come across a
news report of a Non-Governmental Organisation (NGO), working for child
rights, challenging a provision of the Juvenile Justice Act, 2015, in the
Supreme Court of India. The said provision provides for the option of
Children in Conflict with Law (CCL) to be tried as adults under certain
circumstances. The NGO's plea is that children are not able to understand
the gravity of crimes. It has also contended that the criminal acts
committed by children are a reflection of failure of the society to take care
of its children. In the context of this situation, as a young aspirant, answer
the following questions:
