Many proponents of deep-sea dnlh& argye that tapping inte—the v ount
elements in the Indian Ocean wiﬂ help shore up nati security inte India, bolster its
Wd—woﬂcfome, and offer a reliable supply of strafegic minerals-Keeping this in mind,

a ernmént has approved @ $330-million ppogramme to study ways of mining nickel, cobalt,
manganese and fron hydroxide from the bed of the Indian Ocean 6,000 meters below sea level.
The government argues that the project can power India’s growth for 100 years. It will algo study
climate change, explore marine flora and fauna and harness thermal energy.

However, a competing point of view alleges that deep ocean drilling poses immense risk to the
environment. A comprehensive report on Sustainable Ocean Economy by independent geologists

states that “until the need for, anconsequences of, deep-sea mining are better
understood, theéToncept is conceptually difficult to align with the definition of a sustainable ocean
economy and raises va.riousnd chalienges, as well as possible
conflicts with the UN Sustainable Development Goals.”

So, they just
have an issue with the size and location in this case.

In answer to the opposition, city planners have assured the residents that all of the city's
guidelines and zoning regulations relevant to the area will be followed. They see no reason to
stop the plan of construction.
